District Literacy Plan

Context
Demographics

The Fort Nelson School District serves studentsiftioe town of Fort Nelson and the
Northern Rockies Regional District. The Schooltbks has five schools. There are four
schools in the township of Fort Nelson, the J.&rICElementary School, the G. W.
Carlson Elementary School serving Kindergarten tad@ four students, the R. L. Angus
Elementary School serving students in Grades 5 émd Fort Nelson Secondary School
serving students in Grades 8 to 12. Our one ref@d, Toad River School has one
teacher this year with 10.5 FTE students that rdroye Kindergarten to Grade 12.

According to the Ministry of Education 2006/07 Suamgnof Key Information, English is
spoken in 98.9% in the homes of our students. Aowal students made up 33.1% of the
total school population. There were 53 studentewnand high incidence Special
Education categories.

According to the 2001 Census, Fort Nelson poputatiged 20 and over had a higher
percentage of people without a grade 12 or gradeeft8icates or diploma, 24.8%,
compared to the provincial average of 17.7%. Fefsbh had a higher percentage of the
population with Trade certificates, diplomas orasthon-university education, 42.7%,
compared to the provincial 36.7%. This is indicatof the increased gas and oil industry
in the area. The percentage of residents with aeusity degree was 7% compared to the
provincial average of 17.6%. The average familypme at $72,308 was higher than the
provincial average of $55,185.

In the 2007/08 school year, Elementary enrolime®03 FTE and Secondary Enroliment
is 396.875 FTE. Total Enrollment for School Dist#81 is 899.875 FTE. This is a
significant decrease from 2006/07 which was 999HAPE. The oil and gas industry in
the Fort Nelson area was much less active lastamthough it is supposed to become
more active this year, workers are often flownroni elsewhere in the western provinces
for their shifts and do not relocate to Fort Nelsoth their families. The roof collapse of
the town's Recreation Center may also have resuitémilies relocating to provide

their children with hockey and ice-skating oppoities.

We have 21 teachers new to School District #81 Nelson this year, many new to the
teaching profession. We have 2 new principals,\@oant principal position and 2 new
vice principals. This is a staff turnover of 379%h0ligh we are very fortunate to have
enthusiastic new and returning staff, the larg# gtenover that we have experienced in
the last few years, does impact our school sysReuruitment of teachers, principals,
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and vice-principals takes up a significant amodriinoe. The senior staff works
throughout the summer months to fill vacancies tifin occur during this time period.
There are more demands on our principals and veteegchers to support beginning staff
members. Many of our Principals are conductinga@her evaluations this year. Staff in-
service to introduce and sustain district and schssessments, strategies and programs
are challenging. Certain assessments and progranére introduced and maintained
by key staff members who have relocated, are diffto sustain. We continue to have a
shortage of qualified and unqualified Teachers ah 0 allow or sustain collaborative
time for teachers to discuss assessments or t@astident work. It is a challenge to
offer in-service opportunities during school tinzesl often with staff away for sickness,
professional development, authorized leaves, ammhususiness, principals, vice
principals, non-enrolling teachers and districtfsiee needed to cover absences. This
large staff turnover does impact the sustainakalitgl consistency of literacy initiatives in
the district.

Overview of District Literacy Plans

The Board of Education is committed to working abtratively with community
stakeholders to improve literacy within the Fori$dé® community. Action planning will
focus on the four pillars of Literacy: Early Ligary Success for Young Children;
Reading Success in Schools; Reading Success fdtsAdad Reading Success for
Aboriginal People.

Transitional District Literacy Plan

Early Literacy Success for Young Children

We are very excited that the Fort Nelson Strongt ragram opened its doors on
October 3, 2007. Ninety-six children have alrepditicipated in this program.

Ready Set Learn is delivered in collaboration whit Fort Nelson Family Development
Society. This program has been expanded to tweagksvthis year due to its popularity
and as recommended through parent survey reduksdelivered in both of our primary
schools and provides an opportunity for studentieteelop physically as well as
providing parents with information about early dhibod development and community
services for young children. Over 30 children mdptaited in this program last year.

Reading Success in Schools

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Reading Success for Adults

The Community Literacy Plan Goal 2 is to: Crdatening programs and resources to
support youth and adults who are not well servethbymainstream learning programs.

Fort Nelson Community Literacy Society has receiftedling through the Ministry of
Advanced Education and has implemented an in tavente one tutoring service for
adults and two adult programs based around famiig: will run through the Fort Nelson
Aboriginal Friendship Centre and the other at Pedgtiver First Nation.

Reading Success for Aboriginal People

The Board of Education disaggregates aboriginal ttaim its district literacy data for k-
12 to analyze and plan initiates focused on abmaigitudent success. Our Aboriginal
Enhancement Agreement also provides us with therymty to collaborate with our
aboriginal community to review and discuss distaisbriginal data and student success.

The Fort Nelson community Literacy Society’s twaibighrograms run through the Fort
Nelson Aboriginal Friendship Centre and the Proftieer First Nation targets adult
Aboriginal literacy.

Progress to Date:

Literacy Now has had meetings since May 2005 tckweora Community Profile and
develop the following Community Literacy Plan. Tiert Nelson Community Literacy
Society has met to develop an action plan as faiow

a) Develop a broad based community literacy adyisommittee to build a learning
community.

b) Coordinate outreach to groups and individuadsatnected from the broader
community to build inclusive, trusting relationshijm order to encourage their
participation.

¢) Organizations and community groups collaboratgesign and deliver and/or support
a range of programs, events and services to mestifiéd learning needs.

d) Develop a sustainable base for community litedevelopment.

A group of community stakeholders were invited tterad the Regional Literacy Forum
in Prince George. This included representatives fikorthern Lights College, Success
by 6, Fort Nelson Family Development Society, Bdetson Community Literacy
Society and School District #81 Fort Nelson. Unfa#tely, our flight was canceled due
to poor weather.
