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Context 
 
Demographics 
 
Until the construction of the Alaska Highway during World War II, the country 
“North of the Peace” was inhabited mainly by fur trappers, traders and aboriginal 
peoples. Access was gained by river boat or canoe from Fort Simpson on the 
Mackenzie River or by dog and horse trail from Fort St. John. During the building 
of the Alaska Highway, Fort Nelson, at Mile 300, was established as a major base 
of construction. 

 
Today, Fort Nelson is the largest community within 
the Northern Rockies Regional Municipality. The 
region has an estimated population of 6,003 with 
1642 between the ages of 0-17. 19.3 percent of the 
population is of Aboriginal descent. Fort Nelson has 
a higher percentage of people ages 25-54 without 
high school completion, 20.2%, compared to the 

provincial average of 11.1%. The percentage of residents with a university degree 
is 9.5% compared to the provincial average of 24.1%. Fort Nelson had a higher 
percentage of the population with post secondary certificates or diplomas, 35.6% 
compared to the provincial 31.5% with the three highest field of studies being 
Engineering and Applied Science Technology/Trades followed by Commerce, 
Management and Business Administration and then Educational, Recreational, 
Counseling. This is indicative of the increasing demands of the gas and oil 
industry in the area.  The average family income at $106,419 is higher than the 
Provincial average of $80,511.

S.D. #81 Fort Nelson has five schools. There are four 
schools in the township of Fort Nelson, the J.S. Clark 
Elementary School, the G. W. Carlson Elementary 
School serving Kindergarten to Grade 4 students; the R. 
L. Angus Elementary School serving students in Grades 
5 to 7; the Fort Nelson Secondary School serving 
students in Grades 8 to 12; and one rural school, Toad 
River School with one teacher and an Educational 
Assistant for students that range from Kindergarten to Grade 12.  
 
Projected enrollment for the 2010/11 school year is currently 824 FTE, a 
continuous decline from 999 FTE in 2006. Elementary enrollment is projected to 
be 447 and Secondary enrollment is projected to be 377 FTE. The Northern 
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Rockies Regional Municipality is anticipating 
accelerated growth over the next few years due to 
the Horn River Basin Shale Gas development. 
Currently, however, workers live in field camps, 
flown in from elsewhere in the western provinces 
for their shifts and therefore are not relocating to 
Fort Nelson with their families. 
 

Unique Characteristics and District Strengths 
 
Our schools and district are very proud of the work we have done in the area of 
Literacy. We continue to focus on early intervention with students in kindergarten 
and grade one with phonemic awareness games and activities. A district focus has 
been on implementing and enhancing guided reading practices in grades one 
through seven. Adrienne Gear presented a literacy in-service for us this past year 
and many of her Power of Reading strategies are in use in classrooms across the 
district. The Great Leaps program for reading fluency is being delivered by 
Educational Assistants to students in grade one through twelve, and it is exciting 
to see the ‘great leaps’ our students are making. For the last three years our grade 
four students have had the highest FSA Reading scores in the province.  
 
Our district is characterized by good working 
relationships among the Board of Education, 
administrators, teachers and support staff. We work 
collaboratively to solve problems and deal with 
issues as they arise. Our positive working 
relationship is acknowledged through the Board’s 
annual Back to School Breakfast and Staff 
Appreciation Dinner and the FNDTA’s spring 
barbeques at all in-town schools and district office. 
 
We are continuing our work on Social Responsibility and creating safe and 
orderly schools. Each school has developed student codes of conduct that are 
reviewed annually and revised as needed. Anti-bullying protocols are in place at 
each school. Programs including Friends, Dare to Care, and Second Step have 
been implemented at all schools. Again this year, with the financial assistance of 
Nexen and the Fort Nelson Firefighters, we hosted Rachel’s Challenge an anti-
bullying presentation focused on doing acts of kindness. Our school-based 
Friends of Rachel’s Clubs and KC Clubs (Kindness and Compassion) are 
involved in raising school spirit and doing acts of kindness in the community. 
 
As Fort Nelson is projecting future economic growth due to the Horn River Basin 
shale gas development, a community Social Planning Council is currently being 
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developed. Participation in this council will be key in helping provide solutions to 
current and potential social problems that may arise in our community. This 
council will allow the community to pool our resource and expertise in order to 
maintain a safe and healthy community in Fort Nelson.  
 

It is important to us that our students experience 
other places and other cultures. This year we had 
students go to Italy, Greece, New York and 
Ottawa. In 2010/11 a group of students will travel 
to Japan to learn more about its culture and 
history.  
We are proud of the many successes of our 
students and of the opportunities to participate in 

enriched programs and extra-curricular travel through the support of the Ministry 
of Education, industry, community partners and caring and committed parents and 
staff.  
 
District Review Update 
 
The District underwent a District Review in the spring of 2005. As a result of the 
review, the Review Team made specific recommendations for the district to 
address. An update to these recommendations is as follows: 
 
·  The District continues to enhance transition processes for some specific 

groups and/or sub-groups of students such as those students entering school 
and those moving between schools. 

 
We have continued to work on out transition 
process from grade 4 to 5 and from grade 7 to 8. 
We have increased transition activities at the 
grade 4 and 7 level. Anecdotal comments indicate 
that students and parents are feeling more 
comfortable in their transitions from school to 
school. 
 
·  The District considers offering multi-cultural awareness training for school 

staffs and community members. 
 
Since 2006 we have provided in-service opportunities including, Working with 
Aboriginal Youth and Inclusive Schools, Teaching Practices for Aboriginal and 
Circle of Courage. 
 
·  The District continues to support DPAC. 
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We do not have a DPAC at the present time. PACs continue to function but the 
interest in DPAC is not currently there. 
 

Aboriginal Education Enhancement Agreement Status 
 
The Fort Nelson School District has had their 
Aboriginal Enhancement Agreement signed and 
in place since February 20, 2006. We meet three 
times a year to evaluate the results and 
achievements of our Aboriginal students. We are 
very pleased that participation in these meetings 
has increased in 2009/10. We are looking 
forward to working on a new Enhancement Agreement this year. 
 

District and School Connections 
 
The Fort Nelson School District has been informed by the school growth plans at 
each school. 
The process connecting the district and the Accountability Contract with the 
school growth plans is as follows: 
 
1. School Planning Councils and school staffs review goals, data, and 

strategies and prepare a School Growth Plan for Board approval in October. 
We are pleased to have teacher representatives on all of our SPC’s. 

  
2. The Superintendent meets with each school principal to review the draft 

school growth plan. 
 
3. A meeting is set with the Board of Education in October with each school’s 

Planning Council for discussion and 
acceptance of their School’s Growth Plan 
for that school year. The Board of 
Education provides $3000 per school for 
strategies the School Planning Councils 
have approved to meet their school goals.  

 
4. School data is sent to the Superintendent 

throughout the school year. End of year data, collected in early June, and 
reviewed with recommendations for the next school year by school planning 
councils, is used as the basis for the District Achievement Contract. 
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5. The Superintendent consults with the Board of Education, Director of 
Instruction, Secretary-Treasurer, Principals and Vice-Principals to revise 
goals, targets and set the Achievement Contract by July 15th. Related 
school, ministry, and district data, school growth plans, goals, data-based 
rationale, and review of specific targets is used to monitor progress and to 
guide revisions. A list of District strategies 
which will be used to support schools in 
achieving their goals is also reviewed.

Rationale 
 
Students who can read and write are more likely to achieve success in school and 
achieve a Grade 12 Dogwood Diploma. We continue to have many students who 
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are at the Not Meeting or Minimally Meeting levels and need to continue to 
increase the number of students Exceeding expectations at all grade levels. 
 
Analysis of our reading and writing results, FSA results and Provincial Exam 
results indicate improvement in some areas but also indicate a need for continued 
progress over time.  
 
Our Great Leaps Reading Intervention strategy results are promising and are 
positively impacting our literacy results. 
 
A focus on earlier intervention will increase student success at all levels.

Students identified in grade 1 to grade 12 
receive three Great Leap sessions per week with an educational assistant and 
Aboriginal students receive five sessions per week.

The data shown uses the Fountas Pinnell Reading Levels 
which for the end of grade three is level P. There are four levels for grade three 
beginning with level M and ending with Level P.
